Year 
1 & 2 

This has been a very exciting and busy week in KS1. The excitement started on Monday with Heathfield’s 

Global Day celebrations. We discussed the importance of looking after our world and talked about the 

important things we do to save our oceans. Each class made a collage using recycled materials and 

discussed why it is important to reduce plastic waste. We also made a short video retelling the story of a 

plastic bag. Why don’t you ask your child what they did for the story? Finally, we made some posters 

encouraging people to look after our oceans. On Wednesday we had our Caribbean Carnival day. 

Everyone was looking very colourful in their Carnival costumes with their own made headdresses. The 

highlight of the day was an amazing workshop with Nicola who taught us all the art of playing the steel 

drums. In English we’ve enjoyed learning some poetry and have had a go at writing our own rhyming 

poem. This has been a fantastic week for all our children. 

 

Year 
3 & 4 

Year 3 and 4 have had a lovely week. They have been busy planning to write a setting description about 
Sherwood Forest using fronted adverbials and expanded noun phrases. Year 4s have started their maths 
topic on Position and Direction, where we have been translating points and shapes on a grid. Year 3s 
have been looking at time, digital and analogue, am and pm and have been telling the time to the nearest 



 minute. In Geography, we looked at different maps and located Nottingham. In PE, we have done 
athletics and dance. In Science, we have looked at different types of forces. 

 

 
Year 
5 & 6 

Year 5 and 6 have had an amazing week! This week in Year 5 and 6 we have been continuing with our 
topic Mexico and South America. The Year 6’s have been practicing and perfecting their performance of 
Shrek and are looking forward to perform it next week. Year 5 worked hard practicing their assembly 
before performing yesterday which went amazing! In history, we have been learning about Mayan 
hieroglyphs. In English, we have been looking at a non-chronological report where we have been 
identifying features before we write one on a yellow spotted lizard based on our class text ‘Holes’. In PE, 
the children have been working on their basketball skills, this week dribbling with accuracy. 

 
 

Residential Trips and other visits: We are extremely proud of our enrichment offer at Heathfield and we 
prioritise this within all aspects of our curriculum offer. All visits and residentials take time to organise and we do 
our best to reduce the cost to parents as much as possible. Recently we have had 49 Year 6 in London, 20 Year 5 
in York and next week there will be 30 children going to Whitby. Our staff volunteer their own time to make these 
residential trips happen and I feel it is very important to ensure we all thank them for the opportunities they enable. 
Phases are already planning for next year and we hope there will be more than ever for your children to 
experience. 

 
Year 3&4 RSE: 

Next week, the children will be taking part in their final RSE lesson. The children will be split into Year 3 and Year 
4 groups to take part in this lesson. This will be a review lesson in which boys and girls will be taught separately 
and given the opportunity to ask any questions or review any of the subject matter they have been taught.

At Heathfield we are proud to be able to offer children the chance to continue learning musical instruments for free 
in year 5 and 6. From September we will be offering follow on tuition with the instruments that they have learnt in 
year 4 (violin, viola and cello). Or guitar lessons. 

 
At Kersall Drive, guitar lessons will take place on Wednesdays from 3:15 – 4:15. Your child would be part of a 20 
minute group lesson with the rest of the hour being used to practise. They would not leave until 4:15 as we do 
believe that practise is valuable. The strings lessons will take place on Thursday from 3:15 – 4:15. Again with a 20 
minute group lesson with the rest of the hour being used to practise.

Nottingham Riverside Festival. The Riverside Festival, which will be back as it has been for the last 40 years at 
the Victoria Embankment from Friday 4 to Sunday 6 August 2023. The biggest free festival in the East Midlands is 

expected to welcome 150,000 visitors alongside the River Trent over the weekend, offering a wide range of 

entertainment and activities for all ages. A mile-long stretch of fairground rides, games and attractions will be 

situated along the banks of the Trent, plus numerous street food vendors, bars and market stalls. River-based 

activities including Dragon Boat Racing will return, which raises thousands of pounds for charities over the years. 

Music has always been at the heart of Riverside Festival, and this year is no different with a variety of solo artists, 

bands and musicians performing across three stages. Of course, one of the most popular elements of the festival is 

the firework display above the river, which takes place on both Friday and Saturday night at 10.30pm 

 

Nottingham Beach to Return to the Market Square: Nottingham Beach will be back at Old Market Square this 

summer, bringing the seaside to the city from Tuesday 25 July - Sunday 3 September 2023. Entry is still free for 

visitors wanting to enjoy the beach and paddling area. You can book in advance for the Giant Slip ‘n Slide, 

featuring 55m waterslide The Arrow, and Little John, a huge 6 lane waterpark. Tickets for hourly slots are priced at 

£12.50 per person, and £10.50 for Nottingham city residents (tickets must be booked online to get the resident 

discount code) – book tickets here. There will also be other rides and attractions including bungee trampolines and 

hook a duck, as well as food and drink stalls and the Beach Bar.
