KS1 

Year 3/4 

This Week…  in Key Stage 1 we have been continuing with our hard work on Gigantosaurus. 

We have been trying to innovate the story and use our own characters! It has been lots of 
fun and we've come up with some fantastic ideas. In maths this week, year 1 have been 
looking over their learning on multiplication. We have been finding and making equal groups 
and then we have answered some questions about our learning. In year 2 we have been 
continuing with our fractions knowledge and we have mainly been focussing on finding 
thirds. During our science lessons, we have looked at how exercise is important for our 
bodies. We also thought about what happens to our bodies when we exercise. In our art 
lessons, we have been practising using tools on playdough. This is to build up our skills to use 
clay. We have also looked at the oceans during our Geography lessons. 

 
 
 
 

 

 

 

This Week…  
F1 have been getting to know the story of Norman the Slug with the Silly Shell by 
Sue Hendra. We have looked closely at snails and practised drawing lots of spirals 
like you see on a snails' shell. We have also thought about what could be a good 
alternative shell for Norman, as he sets out to find one in the story. 
In F2 this week, we have learnt all about the Water Cycle and made a simple story 
map to retell what happens. We have then done some fantastic writing and 
drawings about the Water Cycle to show what we know. In maths, we have been 
learning about teens numbers up to 15, understanding it as 10 and how many 
more. 
 

 

This Week… we have been continuing our sci-fi narrative inspired by the Daft 
Punk music video, 'Derezzed'. We have been taking our time with it so that we 
include all the key features such as fronted adverbials, speech, third person and 
paragraphs. We also spent a lot of time learning how to properly edit our 
writing; moving sentences or up-levelling word choices.  In Computing, we have 
been programming using 'Scratch' making our characters move using 
commands.  
In PSHE, we have been learning how to stay healthy and who can help us stay 
safe in our community including doctors, fire and rescue and police.  

Next week…  

we are going to be 
switching to non-
fiction in English. 
Listen out for any 
facts about dinosaurs 
that we might be able 
to tell you! In art we 
will also be starting 
our clay models of 

dinosaurs.  
 

Next week…  
F1, inspired by snails, are 
going to learn about other 
minibeasts we might see 
in our garden and have a 
go making some 3D snail 
models. F2 will begin to 
use the story Someone 
Swallowed Stanley by 
Sarah Roberts to introduce 
the concept of pollution in 
the oceans.  

Next week…  
we will be going off 
timetable for an immersive 
'VR day' experience. Our 
children will be writing 
their own scripts and 
making props for their own 
videos entering a 'Virtual 
Reality'. There will another 
'VR day' for the filming and 
editing.  

Year 5/6 
This Week… Y6 have been busy revising ready for their SATs in a couple of weeks. We've 
been focusing on measurement in maths including using perimeter, area and volume before 
looking at reasoning questions related to these areas. Y5 are consolidating their fraction 
knowledge before exploring decimals which require them to be fraction experts. Y5s have 
been developing their reading skills through echo reading, and learning how to answer 
different comprehension questions whilst Y6 have been applying the test techniques they've 
learnt through peer work on different reading texts. Afternoons have consisted of developing 
their animations on the iPads, exploring hierarchy in the Shang dynasty, and exploring 
different cities in Asia and comparing them. Tigers are working on their swimming whilst the 
other classes develop their athletics, rounders and gymnastics skills in PE. 

Next week…  
the revision ramps 
up for Y6 for that 
final push before 
SATs week itself. 
Y5 will work on 
independent 
examples of the 
persuasive writing 
they've been 
working on.
